If there has been an exposure, keep child
at home and contact the school.

All positive cases in students/teachers
must be reported to school. BNG will then
receivecurrent guidancdrom QVHD how A
to proceed.

If there is a positive case within a
household, child must stay home and
school must be contacted. BNG will then
receive guidance from QVHD.

BNG requests families repaahy travel
outside of Connecticut to thechool.
Current guidelines will apply.
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All children will be screened upon
arrival each day.

If a child becomes sick at school he/she
will immediately be removed from
others, but will remain in sight of a
teacher (who will remain 6 feet apart if
possibé).

Parent/emergency contact will be
contacted to pick up the sick child
immediately.

Parent will be responsible for following

In accordance with current policies,
any positive cases connected with the
school could result in school closure for
2-5 days for deep clean, a0 days for
guarantining.
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ever changing times, school closures remain a possibility. BNG will be
following the guidance of many government agencies, including the

governor, OEC and QVHD, which may order shut downs due to local or
community outbreaks, as will as exposures within the school.

BNG will switch to distance learning in case of shutdown that lasts longer
than 5 school days.

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Arrival/Dismissal Procedures

Arrival

Adultsmust wear masks at diimes while in the
building,covering nose and mouth.

2 students (with adult) will be allowed in at a
time to put away things, use bathrooms/wash
hands.

As always, all studentaustwash hands before
entering classroom.

Adult will leave child at classroom door and exit
to allow next family to enter No adults will be
allowed in the classrooms at this time.

Once children are acclimated to school, we may
be asking parents to leave children at the door
after screening, and teachers will assist
students. The goal will be to limit access to the
building especially once we hit the typical
cold/flu season and if there is an increase in
local cases.

Dismissal

door as adults arrive.

Please use doorbell or side door for
late arrivals. Teachers will greet
student at the door and assist the
student with putting away things and
hand washing.

Early dismissals

Please contact the school to let
teachers know of early dismissals.
